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You will shoot a roll of 24 black & white photographs that document the principles of photographic composition
as you Dérive (French for drift). A Dérive is an unplanned walk through a city or landscape where you let your
own curiosity and artistic eye dictate the path.The goal is to encounter a new and authentic experience.

You will keep the checklist on the back of this sheet with your camera settings.A contact sheet analysis will be
completed using your original map with your new path designated. In the end you will turn in 3 final 5” x 7”
prints along with their test strips.
